Honorable Member of Parliament,
I am a member of your constituency and I would like to inform you that on April 19, four of your colleagues from the European Parliament put together a very important initiative called Statement 26/2010 which lays the basis for the European Parliament to extend its jurisdiction to the well-being of pets.
It is imperative that 50% of the MEPs sign this Declaration by July 10,  so that it will be possible to start the bureaucratic process and the Parliament will be able to legislate on topics related to the well-being to pets, strays and zoo control in the European Union.  
It is very important to work towards equality of the legislation, because at the moment it is too fragmented; Countries like Rumania and Bulgaria must stop the ongoing mass slaughter of stray dogs and commonly agreed solutions must be found to resolve and end the suffering of these poor dogs. On this topic there is a huge gap between Northern and Southern countries of Europe and only proper legislation will reduce this difference.
During the next plenary sessions of the European Parliament (17-20 May, 14-17 June, 5-8 July) you will find a PIE (Pets in Europe) booth in the hall, that hosts some of the major Italian and European associations for the ethical treatment of animals: on that occasion you can sign the written Declaration and invite your colleagues to do the same.
I hope you will be one of the Members which agrees with this declaration and will sign it.
